Guidance Notes for completion of Grant Applications
Please read through the grant application form in full before completing your submission, making sure that you have all the required supplementary evidence to attach to your application.

Make a note of the timescale for applications (see information below) and ensure that  you allow an opportunity for a representative of your organisation at attend a Parish Council meeting to explain your reasons for applying before its meeting to consider the applications in December of each year.

Details of the regulations governing the issue of grants is laid down in the Parish Council’s Standing Orders.  An extract is shown below:

 Standing Order 56

(b) Donations to Clubs and charities - 

i) The Council will only make donations to local clubs, charities and organisations.

ii) Any application for a grant award must be made from an address which is within either the Parish of Beaudesert or Henley-in-Arden.

iii) If an application is received from an Organisation, which is not considered ‘a local one’ the application will only be considered if any grant funding, which might be awarded would in the opinion of the Council be of some direct benefit to the area or to local residents. In these circumstances the application need not necessarily be made from a parish address.

iv) Before any donation request is considered by the council the applicant must supply the information requested on the relevant Grant Application Form. 

v) The Council will consider all unsuccessful grant applicants who reapply and meet the above criteria, at the end of the financial year in order to determine if any unallocated funding will be awarded in their favour. The Clerk will notify all unsuccessful applicants of the nature of this Standing Order.


Applications can be sent by post, delivered by hand to JPC office, or emailed as per details at the top of application form. If you have any further questions, please contact the Clerk to the Parish Council.
