Those present at the meeting were asked to ensure that mobile phones or any recording devices remained switched off 
for the duration of the meeting.

Report from District Cllr Thirlwell- 
It was reported that the Planning and Regulatory Committee of SDC had approved electronic service delivery for 
notification of planning applications and decisions.  Councillors would be monitoring the trial for the present time. 
It was also reported that SDC had commenced the next round of budget planning exercises for 2010/11 financial year. 


	
	Report from District Councillor Marshall –
It was reported that many of the initial problems regarding the new system for refuse and recycling had now been resolved and the Cllr wished to commend the SDC teams who had accommodated requests for additional collections etc. during the transitional phase of the scheme. Cllr Marshall added that at 63% for re-cycling, Stratford was in the top list of authorities leading environmental initiatives to save on landfill etc.

A meeting was being held on Thursday this week to discuss arrangements for the removal of the CCTV pole on Station Road– Cllr Marshall had been asked to attend. In response to suggestions made at the Community Forum, The Hub at Henley Youth Club had agreed to extend their opening to include an additional evening in the near future thus providing a safe place for youngsters to meet. Councillors were also asked to support National Cycling Week by considering the provision of cycling bays in the town as part of the eco-initiative and health promotion campaigns.
 Public Participation- Peter Johnson of Johnsons Coaches, was welcomed to the meeting by the Chairman.  Mr Johnson thanked the Council for the opportunity to speak to them about the X20 service which is run by Johnsons in conjunction with Warwickshire County Council.  Mr Johnson stressed the importance of receiving specific information on any aspect of the service provided by his company including bus capacity customer service and driver standards.  Whilst general comments were interesting, addressing issues by including the actual facts were much more constructive and Mr Johnson encouraged Councillors who had received enquiries from residents to direct them to his website, email or telephone details to lodge their comments directly.  Mr Johnson explained that in response to questions from Councillors, the company was limited in service provision by the constraints of the tender price for the contract with WCC.  Real issues could be taken back to WCC and positive steps taken in discussions with WCC next year.  Councillors congratulated Mr Johnson on the excellent service provided overall by Johnsons Coaches and it was encouraging to see a local company being successful during difficult economic times.
The Chairman thanked Mr Johnson for taking time to attend the meeting and answer the Council’s questions.

Cllr Haycock- reported that the problems relating to overgrown and overhanging shrubbery and trees around the town and the unevenness of the footpath outside One-Stop would be raised at the Maintenance Group meeting on 16 June 2009.  
Cllr Hadley asked if consideration of the signage used to advertise the JT car wash on Warwick Road could be placed on the agenda for the JPC.
The Chairman reported that the Chairman’s chain of office had now been re-gilded and was looking splendid.  The collarette had also been repaired but there had been some difficulty in obtaining the same colour for the ribbon and it was noted that this may have to be replaced with a different colour if supplies cannot be found from another source.
