Cllr Thirlwell made the following report:

A meeting had been held on 12 March 2009 with London Midland Railways regarding the Shakespeare line. A review of the new 
services would be conducted, including consideration of a late train to/from Birmingham/Stratford to enable residents to make
use of entertainment etc. in the City and return late evening without having to use their own transport. It was also noted that
 London Midland will be purchasing new rail stock for carriages around July 2009 which will greatly enhance the quality of journey
 for passengers travelling on the line.
Cllr Marshall made the following report:
Cllr Marshall reported that following a meeting held on 12th March 2009, SDC had approved the award of two grants in respect 

of the renovation of the market cross (£4,958) and the Christmas lights fund (£2,500).  The JPC wished to thank both District

 Councillors for their support of these applications. The District Council have also considered a request from Henley High School 
to seek Trust status for the school. Whilst the request was approved in principle, concern had been expressed about the
consultation process with regard to stakeholders such as the Parish Councils and urged that a full consultation strategy be incorporated 

into future planning with regard to this matter. 
Councillor Marshall also reported that graffiti which had been discovered on the fencing near the railway arches (private land) was due to

be removed as soon as funding was released in the new financial year. Cllr Marshall then introduced Mike Perry – 

the prospective Conservative candidate for Henley who had attended the meeting as a member of the public.  Cllr Perry offered 

his assistance in providing a source for graffiti cleaning chemicals and Cllr Marshall thanked him for this information.  
As agreed at the last JPC meeting, Cllr Marshall had provided information regarding the ownership of the Croft car park, to the 

Parish Clerk. This will be reported at the next meeting.

Cllr Hubbocks would make arrangements with the Clerk to place an order with the preferred supplier.

Cllr Leech offered to produce cards for any Councillor who requested them free of charge.  In view of this, Cllr Hubbocks proposed that the monies be re-allocated towards the cost of cleaning up Littleworth fields and this was agreed unanimously.

Cllr C Goodman reported that Environmental Health Officers had visited the auction sales manager to discuss the above matter and a letter to the land owners, Taylor Wimpey, expressing concerns regarding litter levels was being sent. Any other business – exchange of information only

Cllr C Goodman reported on various acts of vandalism recently experienced including damage to fencing near the car park at Riverlands.  Cllrs L Goodman and Milsom had repaired this. On Friday 13th March, a bench belonging to the Junior School, was removed from the site are taken to top hill. Cllrs C Goodman and Milsom returned the bench to the school on Monday morning. The Chairman thanked all the Councillors involved in the above for their continuing efforts in keeping the town tidy and cared for.

Cllr Hubbocks reported that the pathway to the rear access of Somerfields and litter outside One Stop were both of concern.  Cllr Hubbocks was in receipt of information relating to the ownership of these areas and the Clerk would be writing to them to determine support for a clean-up.  The Clerk would also write to the Managers of these stores to request that a cigarette disposal container be supplied for staff smoking outside the stores during breaks.

Cllr L Goodman reported that he had received notification of success in a Public Realms grant from SDC for £425 which will contribute towards the purchase of 5 new litter bins for the town.  Cllr Goodman also thanked all those who assisted with the Littlebrook clean-up last week. There were further problems with street furniture being moved in Back Lane, and Cllr Goodman was granted permission to secure the bench to the ground to avoid this happening again. It was also noted that a replacement tree would be planted in the Jubilee play area.


Cllr Matheou reported that flyers had now been circulated to all businesses on the High Street providing information on relief from business rates for eligible companies.

Cllr Haycock reported that he had added several new matters for discussion at the forthcoming meeting of the Maintenance Committee to be held on 19th March 2009.


Cllr Leech was in receipt of a reply from the Monitoring Officer at SDC following a complaint lodged 13/02/09.  The Chairman confirmed that this letter would be circulated with the agenda for the next JPC meeting.


The Clerk reported that she had been notified that Cllr Hubbocks and partner had been successful in a draw to nominate representatives to attend a Royal Garden Party in July of this year.  Councillors congratulated Cllr Hubbocks on this success and wished him and his wife a very pleasant day at Buckingham Palace.
