Cllr L Goodman reported that concerns had been expressed regarding performance of the above contract for the JPC.  A meeting with the contractor was scheduled for 29 January and it was proposed that the contract would be terminated in favour of using a local worker, employed on a casual basis to undertake necessary works on a needs basis.  Cllr Goodman explained that this would not affect the existing contract with Fairways Ltd for grass cutting.  The matter of insurance for a casual worker had also been investigated and the Clerk confirmed that the JPCs present insurance policy does provide cover for such a person working under the guidance of the JPC.  The proposal was seconded by Cllr Hubbocks and carried unanimously. Advertising would be low key using notice boards and the newsletter rather than the newspapers.

Cllr Haycock asked if there had been any progress on enabling disabled access to the railway station bridge. It was noted that the matter was being pursued.
