Cllr C Goodman – Had received several complaints from residents regarding noise from High Street premises on New Year’s Eve.  SDC Cllr Thirwell suggested that if noise levels were very high, residents could contact Environmental Services at SDC to lodge a complaint or write to the Licensing Authority expressing their concerns about late licenses.

Cllr L Goodman – Litter from cigarette ends outside businesses on High Street was a continuing nuisance.  Cllrs Love and Hubbocks also expressed concerns regarding this matter.  Clerk agreed to circulate letter to premises on High Street requesting proprietors co operation in removing cigarette ends from pavements outside their premises. Cllr Goodman also asked for an update on tree trimming at Riverlands – Clerk to chase, and requested that the Fairways contract for grounds maintenance be put on agenda for next meeting.
Cllr Leech pointed out that the advertising on the JPC website was out of date.  Chairman and Clerk to consider this when investigating website matters.  A report will be made at JPC meeting in February 2009.

Cllr Hadley requested information from other Councillors on any redundant street furniture they were aware of. 

Cllr Millsom asked why the noticeboard on Whitley Street was not being used.  The Clerk agreed to investigate suitable covering for signs so that the board can be reinstated for public information.

Cllr Roy requested that Chairs of sub committees who wish to arrange evening meetings should endeavour to use JPC meeting (ie Monday evenings) for their committees so that clerking can be provided without disrupting daytime provision in the office.
